A mockery of citizen participation


MITECO draws up a proposal to update the National Integrated Energy and Climate Plan ( PNIEC) which generates uncertainty and concern.

From the platforms and associations in defense of the territories, we question the undemocratic model with which the policies and strategies that endanger the future of rural areas throughout the state are being considered. With public participation processes open only during the 2 central months of summer.

Again in the middle of the summer, and with almost no publicity, beyond the official bulletins or its own social networks, the Ministry for the Ecological Transition and the Demographic Challenge (MITECO), to cover its record of transparency and good governance , tries to sneak in, without the citizens knowing, the policies and measures that will govern the implementation of the centralized energy system model in the coming years: the update of the National Integrated Energy and Climate Plan (PNIEC).

A strategy (PNIEC 2021-2030) which, in view of this new proposal, seems to have fallen short, and now threatens to worsen (PNIEC 2023-2030) and which continues to cause chaos in the competent administrations , in the face of the mountains of processing for macro industrial renewable plants (photovoltaics, wind, green hydrogen...) and which forces us, mainly the people who live in the rural environment, to have to analyze them and submit amendments to forced marches, using the few tools available to citizens.

A citizenry that has asked, once and a thousand times, for limits to be established on the excessive profiteering of energy companies, protected by European, state and regional policies and administrations, and fortunately, less and less by local administrations and councils, because the construction of all the projected renewable energy macro-polygons will pose a very serious and irreversible threat to the natural and cultural heritage as a whole, and to the future of the rural environment, biodiversity and the people who live there .

With this strategic framework, developed around the PNIEC, it is intended to ensure compliance, by the Spanish state, with the objectives of the Paris Agreement: using this framework they falsely claim that they contribute to facilitating the decarbonisation and modernization of the 'Spanish economy, which is difficult to approach without approaches to saving measures that avoid the current waste of energy and which will mean the destruction of enormous amounts of land (mainly crops and natural spaces) and the common goods of the citizenry : water, land, minerals... in short, our resources.

We are faced with very serious real problems that call this deployment into question, such as the lack of demand for electrical energy or the inefficiency (almost non-existence) of storage systems, which are raised on the basis of

immature technologies such as green hydrogen or aggressive techniques such as pumped hydroelectric power plants, peak powers that saturate the electricity grid, the future construction of countless substations, a dense new network of energy transmission and distribution lines , which we will pay all consumers on our electricity bills.

This process cannot be formulated, in terms of social and environmental justice, if, as projected, the deployment of renewables, without territorial planning, nor adequate regulation and strategic planning, involves a very serious loss of agroforestry land, affects on spaces protected natural areas and territorial sustainability, which threatens our ability to provide ourselves with food and will seriously reduce CO2 absorbing surfaces, or which affects the net loss of rural employment and an invaluable productive fabric linked to the sector primary school and tourism in rural areas.

The unjustifiable and limitless growth model of renewable macro-installations results in a progressive emptying of our towns and natural spaces, in the shortcomings and loss of public water management. As all this development is proposed, it represents the final blow for many rural territories.

Do you know how this development will affect not only the health of the planet, but also that of people? Or the medium and long-term negative repercussions on the climate and the global warming process? Or where will the millions of tons of waste generated by these infrastructures end up at the end of their useful life?

The uncertainties are too serious. Almost without objective information transferred to citizens and with few tools for participation, in this intensive and aggressive energy transition model. We ask our rulers to consider these processes, which are already affecting the immediate future of our country and especially the development opportunities of future generations.

From the platforms and entities that defend the territory, alternative proposals have been proposed and transferred to the administration that defend a diversified energy model, which puts people, the territory, and biodiversity at the center; that propose a real fight against climate change with systems that prioritize self-consumption, energy communities, energy efficiency, bringing energy production facilities closer to consumption areas (to improve efficiency and reduce the network of transport lines), the prioritization of populated areas for the installation of renewables and, above all, stop prioritizing the income statement of the large energy companies over the common good and the rights of citizens.

Platforms, entities and well-informed citizens have a lot to contribute in this planning process for the deployment of renewables throughout the Spanish state, for this reason we are asking the Ministerio para la Transición Ecológica y el Reto Demográfico , welcoming us to the RIGHT OF PETITION established by the Spanish Constitution, in its article 29 and developed by the Law Orgánica 4/2001, of November 12 , regulating the Right of Petition , to inform and listen to citizens, and act accordingly.
